Partnerships

The Federation is pleased to have struck a new partnership with the Federal Interlocutor for Métis and
Non-Status Indians and the Native Studies Department at the University of Alberta. Congress will
provide a springboard for a new online journal, Aboriginal Policy Studies, which will launch this spring.
Together we are organizing a day-long event at Congress that brings together leading Canadian scholars,
Aboriginal leaders and policy makers to discuss the current state of policy research on Métis, non-status
Indians and urban Aboriginals.

Research Council. The Council provides ongoing support to Congress related activities. This year we will
partner on a noon-time lecture with Gerri Sinclair, executive director of the Masters of Digital Media
graduate school program at Vancouver’s Centre for Digital Media. She will examine the intersections of
business, academia and high technology, providing us with her unique insights into Canada’s emerging
digital culture and economy. To maintain the momentum of last year’s Experience Congress site, the
Federation’s communications team is currently collaborating with SSHRC on an online multimedia
strategy for Congress.
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ii) Future Congresses
a) 2015 Process

The 2015 Congress of the Humanities and Social Sciences is slated to take place in central Canada (i.e.
Ontario or Quebec). Congress 2015 falls at the beginning of a full seven-year cycle. During the cycle
Congress will fall twice in the Western Region, once in the Eastern Region and four times in the Central
Region (2015 included). A list of past and future Congresses can be found in Appendix 2.

Letters inviting universities in this region to submit an ‘expression of interest’ to host Congress 2015
went out in late-February, bids will be submitted in the late spring — early summer, site visits will take
place in the fall and a recommendation will be made to the Board in time for the November Board
meetings. A proposed timeline follows:

e Letters of invitation to express interest out February 2010

e Expressions of interest to host in April 30, 2010

e Federation staff review letters, confirms physical capacity to stage Congress and create a short-
list of potential hosts

e Invitation to submit full bids out to short-list May 2010

e Bids accepted summer 2010

e Committee reviews bids, requests any supplementary materials and arranges for site visits

e Site visits take place in late September — early October 2010

e Committee meets, assesses bids and drafts recommendation to the Board

e Recommendation to the Board made at Board meetings in November 2010

The Federation will once again strike a Site Selection Committee consisting of Board Members and
Federation staff to oversee the site selection process.

Her recent work has focused on ethnography
of media, a burgeoning new area in anthropology that expands both social theory and
ethnographic fieldwork to examine the way media—film, television, video—are used in
societies around the globe, often in places that have been off the map of conventional
media studies. She is currently working on a book tentatively titled “Mediating Culture:
Indigenous Identity in a Digital Age”.

Canadian Association for the Study of International Development (CASID)

Gender and Forest Conservation: The impact of women's participation in community
forest governance

Bina Agarwal’s recent work examines the impact of women’s presence in community
forestry institutions. A central question she explores is: would enhancing women's
presence in such institutions improve forest conservation and regeneration?

Canadian Association of University Teachers of German (CAUTG)

Good Germans: Political resistance and democratic subjectivity in 1950s German cinema
Well-known beyond German studies circles, Sabine Hake (University of Texas at Austin)
is often cited by comparative literature, fine arts, and film studies scholars. Hake's work,
as exemplified in her chosen topic for the keynote address, has always been about
reaching beyond the strict confines of German literary studies. This presentation will
appeal to anyone interested in the intersection of political science, history, and culture
in 1950s Germany. As a cultural historian/film historian, she is interested in the
relationship between cultural practices and aesthetic sensibilities, on the one hand, and
social movements and political ideologies, on the other.

Ewa Plonowska Ziarek (SUNY Buffalo) is one of the foremost scholars working at the
intersections of feminist theory, modernism, continental philosophy, ethics, and critical
theory. Her plenary talk is from her current research project, which aims to reassess the
contestations and contributions of feminism to the project of modernity by exploring
possibilities and limitations of the feminist politics of "natality" in the age of
globalization. It relates to the Congress theme of “Connected Understanding / Le Savoir
Branché” and the CCLA’s theme of “Connexions comparatives/ Comparative
Connections” in that it focuses on and theorizes one of the most primal and
metaphorical of connections: that of mother and child.

Darian-
Smith is a prolific author who has published on a variety of topics such as casino gaming
on Native American Land, structural inequalities in the global legal system, intellectual
property laws, English legal identity, and neighbourhood watch to name only a few. She
is the co-editor of seven edited volumes dealing with law and society aspects. Her joint
degrees in Law and History and her Master and PhD in Anthropology prepared her well
to undertake inter disciplinary research. Professor Darian-Smith is one of those gifted
orators who renders her topics interesting and relevant for any listeners.
