The modern idea of mentoring can be traced back to the figure Mentor who appeared in Homer’s epic
poem, Odyssey over 3,000 years ago. Currently practiced by such diverse organizations as Big Brothers
and Big Sisters, Equal Voice and WISE, as well as on university and college campuses across the country,
mentoring is one of the great social innovations and contributions of the humanities and social science.
Across many university and college campuses mentoring, increasingly is seen as a core mission.
However, despite the proliferation of formal and informal mentoring programs, and the burgeoning
literatures on the topic, it is debatable whether we have a deep understanding of the practice. Few
empirical studies have been conducted on the effectiveness of mentoring in our disciplines. Some
scholars suggest the best mentoring is not necessarily realized in formal or institutionalized settings: the
best mentor may be the accidental mentor, one who arises in an informal relationship.

Moreover, truly transformative mentoring relationships tend to be rarer than the proliferation of
institutional programs suggest. This cautionary tale has not, however, dampened the claims that
everyone should have a mentor, the quest to find the exemplary mentor, or institutional concerns
about the factors conducive to successful mentoring. This plenary will do the following: Examine
common assumptions about mentoring, the mentor and the mentee/protégé or co-mentor
relationships; map the challenges, including of one-size-fits all approaches, cross-gender and diversity
mentoring, potential risks, vulnerabilities and dangers for mentor and mentee; and the opportunities
for students, postdoctoral fellows, and especially faculty mentoring in the social sciences and
humanities.
