James Deaville
Full Professor, School for Studies in Art
and Culture: Music
Carleton University

James Deaville is Full Professor in the School for Studies in Art and Culture: Music, Carleton
University, Ottawa. He entered the professoriate in 1989 with a tenure-track position at
McMaster University, so he has been active in post-secondary academe for over twenty years.
During that time he has served on countless administrative committees and was Director of the
School for the Arts at McMaster from 1999 to 2002, in which capacity he actively mentored
junior faculty. Informally, he has come to serve as mentor for new hires and junior faculty in
Music at both McMaster and Carleton.

He has published extensively about Liszt, Wagner and the New German School, African-
Ameriocan entertainers in Europe c. 1900, and television news music, in (among others) the
Journal of the American Musicological Society, the Journal of Musicological Research, Canadian
University Music Review, Echo and Notes, co-edited _Peter Cornelius: Saemtliche Schriften_
(Schott) and has contributed chapters to books published by Oxford, Cambridge, Routledge,
Chicago, Princeton, Yale, Rochester, Ashgate, Continuum, and Boehlau. He is currently editing a
volume of essays about television music for Routledge.

He has given presentations about hidden disabilities in academe for the Scholars with Disabilities
Interest Group of the American Musicological Society and one of the CFHSS Equity panels at
Congress 2009. A shortened version of that paper appeared under the title "More than the
Blues: Clinical Depression, Invisible Disabilities, and Academe" in the August 2009 issue of Music
Theory http://mto.societymusictheory.org/issues/mt0.09.15.3/mt0.09.15.3.deaville.html.

Donna Palmateer Pennee is a Professor of Canadian Literature and Dean of Arts and Humanities
at The University of Western Ontario. A graduate of McGill University and The School of
Criticism and Theory (Dartmouth College), she is co-editor of New Contexts of Canadian
Criticism, the author of two monographs on Timothy Findley, articles on Margaret Laurence,
Sheila Watson, Adele Wiseman; cultural nationalism, postcolonialism, and state policy under
globalization; pedagogy and curriculum; and the limits of white liberal feminism.

An award-winning teacher, she has served as Vice-President, Equity Issues, for the Canadian

Federation for the Humanities and Social Sciences (2004-2008), and promotes accountability
for equity in post-secondary education.

Budd Hall is currently the Director of the Office of Community-Based Research at the University
of Victoria and Secretary of Community-Based Research Canada. He is the author of the 2009
study done for the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council, “The Development and
Funding of Community-University Research Partnerships in Canada”. He is a Professor of Public
Administration, as well as a former Dean of Education at University of Victoria and a Chair at
the University of Toronto. He has been working on issues of community-based research,
participatory research and engaged scholarship since the mid 1970s. He was the organizer of
Community-University Expo 2008 which brought 600 researchers from both community and
university sectors together. He is a Father of a musician and a teacher and a husband of an
academic. He is also a poet.

Shauna McCabe
Director, CHARTS
Centre for Humanities and Arts Research in Transdisciplinary Space
Mount Allison University

Shauna McCabe currently holds the position of Canada Research Chair in Critical Theory in the
Interpretation of Culture at Mount Allison University where she is leading interdisciplinary
research into spatial culture and the relationship of visual cultures and built environments. This
appointment draws upon her work in contemporary art as Senior Curator of the Confederation
Centre Art Gallery in Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island (2001-2005), and, subsequently,
Director of The Rooms Provincial Art Gallery in St. John’s, Newfoundland and Labrador.

Extending her doctoral investigations of critical landscape aesthetics in contemporary art
completed at the University of British Columbia, her research has taken shape as diverse cross-
disciplinary exhibitions and monographs such as New New Topographics (2010), Krimiseries
(2010), Formerly Exit Five (2010), The Lost Highway Project (2009), imagineacity (2008), Brian
Jungen: Vienna (2007), Douglas Coupland: Play Again? (2006), Intangible Evidence (2006), Curb
Appeal: Urban Research Territories (2005), Beauty Queens: Islands in Contemporary Culture
(2004), and Littoral Documents (2004).

At Mount Allison University, McCabe has focused on the connections of research and pedagogy
as well as critical and creative investigation, developing innovative curriculum to enhance
interdisciplinary involvement in engaged creative research through such seminars as the
Imaginary Museum, Art Worlds & Cultural Geographies, Architectures for Creativity, and The
Lost Highway Project. McCabe writes frequently on space, art, and architecture, regularly
contributing essays, articles, and criticism to such venues as Art Papers, Blackflash, Canadian
Art, and CV Photo, the Mackenzie Art Gallery, University of Lethbridge Art Gallery,
Confederation Centre Art Gallery, Kenderdine Art Gallery, Mendel Art Gallery, Presentation
House, Owens Art Gallery, Sir Wilfred Grenfell College Art Gallery, and the Robert McLaughlin
Gallery.

She is also a practicing artist and writer; in the fall of 2005, McCabe published ancient motel
landscape, a collection of poetry and photography that explores the shifting expression of
memory and landscape, ideas which also inform installations such as glimmer (2010), a project
for the Mendel Art Gallery, stream/shore, a public commission for the City of Charlottetown,
and the public installation what you will think of (2004), Banff Centre for the Arts.

Together we are organizing a day-long event at Congress that brings together leading Canadian scholars,
Aboriginal leaders and policy makers to discuss the current state of policy research on Métis, non-status
Indians and urban Aboriginals.

To maintain the momentum of last year’s Experience Congress site, the
Federation’s communications team is currently collaborating with SSHRC on an online multimedia
strategy for Congress.
